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The World Cycling Centre (WCC) is a general multipurpose facility
primarily designed to satisfy the requirements of cycling disci-
plines: road, track, mountain bike, BMX and cyclo-cross.

Training and educational programs are also available in other
sports disciplines; freestyle gymnastics, GRS trampoline, volley-
ball, basketball and handball.

The WCC is also home to the headquarters of the UCI, the world
governing body for all cycling disciplines and in charge of schedul-
ing international competitions.

The facility’s basic concept features a single structure of elliptic
design with a 200 m track and seating for 700 spectators.

The roof features a light structure and inflated membranes sup-
ported by the periphery of the ellipse. While administrative offices
and physical education hall are marked by polymorphic design
features, the overall impression is one of coherent and uniform
architecture.
